	Students listen for purpose / specific information (means of communication). In addition, students choose relevant words to speak on Cross-Cultural Communication.

	1. Slides 1-2: 	Teacher introduces the LO to the class.
2. Slide 3: 	Teacher introduces the Unit elements.
3. Slides 4: Ask students to brainstorm all the ideas/key words connected with the meaning of “Culture” and to write them on the whiteboard.	

Then, ask students to categorize their words written on the whiteboard according to the list on Slide 5. (ATL: synthesize) For example, food (students’ word) can be attributed to habits, etc.
0. Slide 6:	Students attempt to list all possible ways of communication. Possible answers are: mobile phone, computer, etc.
1. Slides 7-8: 	Teacher suggests students watch the video about the means of Communication. The task is: 
1) Ss watch and fill in gaps (Worksheet 1, see the answers in the disc) https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Z8QxVUGCsoc&t=4s – 3.33 minutes
2) Ss share the answers with pairs and then check as a whole class. (Slide 8)
0. Slides 9-10:	Cross-Cultural Dialogue Practice
6.1. Divide students into pairs.
6.2. Each pair is assigned a scenario where they must use different tenses. Scenarios can include:
· Describing cultural habits (Present Simple)
· Talking about what they are doing to learn about another culture (Present Continuous)
· Discussing future travel plans (To Be Going To / Future Simple)
· Recalling a past cultural experience (Past Simple)
*Example prompt: "Imagine you are explaining your country’s cultural traditions to someone from another country. Use each tense at least once."
0. Slide 11: Quick discussion. 
· “What can we do to communicate better with people from different cultures?”
· “Why is it important to understand and respect cultural differences?”
