Предлагаемый урок: 5 класс

Тема: «Необычные дома: снаружи и внутри»/ “Unusual buildings: outside and inside.”
For families and for the nation, education has been and remains a priority.  Schools in Kazakhstan are now ranked and those rankings are public. “Kazakhstan is still undergoing major educational reform as part of a detailed program set out by President Nursultan Nazarbayev” . Being teachers of 21st century we are to be, not only competent, commited to our work, well prepared (if we’re talking about formal academic training),well organized, tolerant (treat all our students equally), opened to questions, but also innovative, be willing to explore new technologies, social (lead the conversation to social networks) and geek (modern teacher must be a curious person).

During the period of being at the course, we’ve been studying  a big amount of new pedagogical approaches.It is necessary that the subject content and learning objectives promote using ICT-based skills such as searching for, processing, extracting, creating, and presenting information; cooperating to share information and ideas;assessing and refining one’s work through the use of a wide variety of tools and applications. Regarding the studied material we’ve known about such active task frameworks for primary school as: TPR (Total Physical Response)-where learners perform actions in response to linguistic prompts, craft acivities, tangential skill learning, multi-sensory writing, song activities. Typical “secondary” task frameworks: grammar gaming, guided discovery tasks, jigsaw listening and reading, multi-media presentations and performance. 
       An American educational reformer  Horace Mann told: “A teacher who is attempting to teach without inspiring the pupil with a desire to learn is hammering on a cold iron.” While preparing the lesson plan I tried to follow the given instructions as much as possible. It is for 5th Grade, the theme of the lesson is “Unusual buildings”. Learning objectives, that are fixed in Subject Programme are the following : 5.S6  communicate meaning clearly at sentence level during, pair, group and whole class exchanges.5.R4  read with some support a limited range  of short  texts.5.L3 understand an increasing range of  unsupported  basic questions on  general and curricular topics.5.W2  write with support a sequence of short sentences in a paragraph on a limited range of familiar general topics. Then I devised Lesson objectives according to LO :
By the end of the lesson

All learners will be able to:

· Listen for a specific information and main ideas.

· Ask and answer the questions using new vocabulary with confidence.

Most learners will be able to: 

· Use the new vocabulary  on the given topic in a dialogue.
· Make sentences with the structure there is/there are without mistakes.
Some learners will be able to:

· Fill in the gaps with the new words.

· Tell a partner the key points from the read texts without any help.
It is a challenge for me to create interesting and challenging learning environments that encourage the active involvement of students. The lesson is based on Bloom’s Taxonomy. On the first level “Remembering” students are to listen, repeat and try to remember the new words, I use realia, such as flashcards .On the second level “Understanding” 

they list, recognize and define these words  in the next “Match” activity.

The third level “Applying” demands  Ss to apply and use the words, 

they classify the words under the headings written on the blackboard  and try to explain why they made this or that choice in pair work. On the fourth level “Analysing” they are involved in speaking, reading and watching video material about unusual buildings where they differentiate and organize the given information, after that they make analysis, while discussion. “Evaluating” is approached by checking S’s  knowledge in writing . I ask the Ss to write a few sentences about their ideal house, using the words in the list. And the last level is “Creating”. The most interesting and effective, to my mind, part of the lesson, where the Ss generate all the learned vocabulary and structures, combine them and develop a project in micro-groups.


Formative assessment is very necessary at the lesson and it should be used by the teacher not only at the end of it. We use FA information to assess how our current teaching strategies are working with our students and to identify misunderstandings Ss may have and adapt our instructions accordingly. During my lesson  such techniques of formative assessment are used:Windshield (The teacher asks the students if their “windshield” is clear, buggy or muddy. This shows their own understanding of the content), No hands (When a question is asked, Ss know that they must not put up their hands to answer but instead the teacher will select someone to answer at random.Also such strategy as Think-Pair-Share gives Ss time and a structured way of thinking about topic, enabling them to formulate individual ideas and share these ideas with peers. This strategy can be used for a wide variety of daily classroom activities such as concept reviews, discussion questions, partner reading, brainstorming, quiz reviews, topic development, etc. When the tasks are completed by the Ss I assess them with the help of questions, error correction and also Reflection at the end of the lesson. I use three “M” concept, i.e. when Ss name three moments they achieved better at the lesson. They are asked to propose one moment to make their work better the next lesson. 

It is obvious that we should follow the process of differentiation to achieve better Ss understanding of material. My lesson was differentiated by tasks: tasks were set according to learners’ abilities. They differed in structure. It was differentiated by outcome: Ss listen for a specific information and main ideas, ask and answer the questions using new vocabulary with confidence. Most Ss use new vocabulary on the given topic in a dialogue and make sentences with the structure there is/there are without mistakes. Some Ss fill in the gaps with the new words and tell a partner the key points from the read text without any help. I achieved differentiation by support of leadership grouping: more able students given leadership responsibility in each of a number of mixed ability groups with a “group goal” that required any group member to report back.Extension material: very typically, the “extra work” students do if they’ve finished the standard work.

Four days of our course were devoted to micro-teaching, that made an impact on my pedagogical experience. Feedback from other listeners of the course and trainer helped me to set the learning and lesson objectives of the lesson. I understood how to give clear instructions at the lesson for students of all ages. I made a conclusion that active learning is very sufficient in teaching primary and secondary Ss.

I’d like to finish my presentation with the words of  one educational speaker and author Harry Wong: “The greater the structure of a lesson and the more precise the directions on what is to be accomplished , the higher the achievement rate. ”

	Greeting

· Teacher checks Ss knowledge of the words on the topic “Furniture” with the help of flashcards. Students are to listen to the words and repeat them after the announcer. Then they match the rooms to the pictures, put on the blackboard. (Thumbs up/Thumbs down technique).
-What are these words in your language? (More able students translate the words into L1)

Speaking
· Students are given the list of words to divide them under the headings written on the blackboard. Then they check with their partner. 

Make sentences like these.: There is a washbasin in the bathroom./There are cupboards in the kitchen. 

Reading

Pre-reading task:

Text: “Unusual buildings”

Teacher asks students to look at the pictures. 

-What can you see? What do these buildings look like?
(No hands up technique)
Students are asked to read, listen and  to find out.

Students watch the video about different unusual buildings. –How do you understand the meaning of the words: unusual, building, fan, office, shape, violin, lift, floor, dream home, four-storey, great view, outside, metal, inside, wood, cool, summer, warm, winter, crazy.

( Teacher gives the definitions to the words students can’t translate).

Question for the whole group: -What do these buildings look like? (Choral response)
Reading

-There are some very unusual buildings around the world. Let’s read the  given information about them. After reading FA assessment: “Windshield”.
Post-reading activities
More able students get the task to prepare the story about another unusual building. (Teacher gives Ss the text and the pictures).
Students get the worksheets with the task to mark the sentences T (true), F (false) and DS(don’t say).

1.The piano house has got four rooms.

2.There’s a lift in the violin.

3.It has got a living-room.

4.Jan’s house is in China.

5.It has got four floors.

6.It is an office.

In three minutes students are asked to write two things they remember from each text. After that, they tell the partners their answers. (Work in pairs).

Writing

Teacher asks the students to write a few sentences about their ideal house, using the words in the list. Then the students tell the class.

The words given: the shape, big rooms, great view,garden, fireplace.  

Project work

Discussion (Think/Pair/Share strategy)
Learners look at the rooms in the picture. Grouping words task. Teacher asks the students to group the words in the picture under the headings. Compare the answers with the partner.

1.Bedroom    

2.Living-room

3.Bathroom

4.Kitchen 

Teacher divides the class into 4-5 groups to prepare a project work. Students are asked to draw their ideal bedroom. In three minutes they are to write a few sentences about it. Then the students compare the rooms with other groups.

-What is similar?/What is different? Tell the class.

Reflection

Three “M” activity. Teacher asks  students to name three moments they achieved better at the lesson. They are asked to propose one moment to make their work better the next lesson.

Text: “Unusual buildings”, Video material about different unusual buildings.

Worksheets with  printed sentences for each pair with the True/False/Don’t say task.
